DEPENDANT EMPLOYEES  - PAY AWARD 2011/12 
The pay negotiations for the DEL employees ended in a zero pay round for 2011 and 2012. Instead of a percentage payrise two one-off payments have been granted as follows:
The first one-off payment is made to employees on C/CS, A/AS, A1/2A, EY,H, INV ,K, Y and Z grades being in employment on 31 August 2011 for payment in August 2011. The second one-off payment will be made to employees on these grades being in employment on 29 February 2012 for payment in February 2012.

For the calculation of the one-off payment the same method as in previous years has been used to arrive at a take home pay figure for the DEL (DEP Pay Review 10/11 on the LEC website for further reference). This DEL net figure amounts to €150 for a fulltime employee. Derived from this the gross amount for a fulltime Dependant equates to €170.

In accordance with the regulation for the DEL workforce any part-time employees will receive a pro-rata payment. For example, if a C grade employee is contracted to 20 hours per week, the amount of €170 is divided by 38.5 (tariff fulltime hours) and multiplied by 20. For hourly paid employees, e.g. Bus Escorts, an average of all basic hours worked over 12 months has been taken and then treated like the weekly conditioned hours in the above example.
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
